X. Instructions

1. The student must complete at least165 credits to graduate.

2. The course system of the Program consists of Basic Courses in General Education, Basic
Courses in General Discipline, Specialty-oriented Courses and Characteristic Education Courses.
The students must fulfill the tasks of each category according to the requirements of the Program.

3. Micro-credit method is applied to the section of innovation and entrepreneurship practice
in the Characteristic Education Courses. The students choose different short-time training
programs such as micro projects set by teachers to make the analysis and research, academic
presentation, open experiment program design, scientific and technical contest, etc, each of which
accounts for 0.2-0.5 credits and in total, the students should obtain 3 credits in 4 years.

4. As for the electives in Characteristic Education Courses, the students may select from the
electives set for their own specialty, or for other specialties.
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
